Approved Meeting Minutes – Public 
March 28, 2011

Mr. Grant called the meeting to order at 3:01p.m.
Approval of Minutes: Mr. Thiel made a motion to approve the March 7, 2011 Minutes.  Mr. Martinez second. There was no further discussion and the minutes were approved unanimously.  

Legislative and Funding Update: 
Ms. Welch had explained the emails of information coming to the office and the potential concern related to lobbying.  Future questionable correspondence will be sent outside of business hours and from non-WIA funded equipment.
Due to uncertainty of PY11 funds and the loss of $89,000 taken from the NEG grant by DWD, contracts have been revised based on case load.  Additionally, FVWDB has not received funding for youth, and has been informed not to expect funds by April 1st as is the norm.  Youth contracts will end April 30th and will not be renewed until new funding is available.  The Chamber contracts for youth services have been placed on hold as of March 31st, 2011.

The Continuing Resolution is expected to be extended through September, but until Congress votes that direction, funding is in question.  WIA Reauthorization is expected to be passed this year, but that is also in question due to the Federal Government’s focus.  
FVWDB will try to make its current funding sufficient for operations through the rest of the year, ending June 30, 2011.  Ms. Welch also mentioned that many states are rescinding unobligated funds, and FVWDB had $89,000 rescinded from the NEG which impacts contractors.   There is about $1.4 million remaining in the state grants and DOL grant, but $700,000 is for POWER grant.  This leaves about $700,000 through end of the year.  
Paul Ryan is going to be proposing a budget for 2012 with a great deal of cuts.  It is unclear if WIA will be reduced in funding.  There is movement on the Federal level to support Workforce, but the challenge is that there are definitely budget cuts across many programs, and workforce is inevitably one of them. 

Moved to Closed Session as per State Statutes 19.85(1)c and 1(e) for Contractor Bids and Personnel:
Mr. Martinez made a motion to move to closed session as per State Statutes 19.85(1)c and 1(e) for Contractor Bids and Personnel. Mr. Kleman second.  There was no further discussion and the meeting moved to closed at 3:11 p.m. 

Return to open session State Statutes 19.85(1)c and 1(e) for Contractor Bids and Personnel:

Mr. Martinez made a motion to return the meeting to open session. Ms. VanNess second.  There was no further discussion and the meeting moved to open session at 3:29 p.m.
Approval of Actions Discussed while in Closed Session:

Mr. Thiel made a motion to approve use of $20,000 from Corporate fund for staff wages if needed, and to allow Ms. Welch to do the necessary layoffs.  Mr. Kleman second.  There was no further discussion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Preparation for March 30th Board/LEO Meeting:
Ms. Welch has been working with Secretary Perez’s office related to his visit on Wednesday, 3.30.11.  She has asked that his visit allow for dialogue with the Board members and LEOS, as well as the Power Point he is providing.  Ms. Welch mentioned that if there are any questions that can be forwarded to the Secretary’s office in advance, they can be sent to our office.  The Secretary will be visiting the Fox Cities Workforce Development Center and joining Ms. Welch for a meeting with Oshkosh Corporation.  Ms Welch stated Congressmen Ribble’s and Petri’s staff may be attending the meeting.
Building discussion: FVWDB will move forward with planning for the new location for the Oshkosh Job Center, but with no contracts or funds until the new budget is developed.
Announcements: None.  

Adjournment: Mr. Kleman made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Ms. VanNess second. There was no further discussion, and the meeting adjourned at 3:40 p.m.
