Call to Order:  Ms. Tirado opened the meeting by calling the meeting to order at 1:04 PM.  She thanked Mr. Grant for welcoming everyone last month in her absence.  She introduced new members – Mike Irwin and Bob Hernke.  (Mr. Irwin spoke about his background with DWD Job Service, based in the Fox Cities Job Center.  Mr. Hernke is a Community Relations Manager with WPS, and handles media, education, government affairs and political action and economic development for Oshkosh, Waupaca, Sheboygan counties.)
Approval of February 26, 2009 Minutes
Ms. VanNesss made a motion to accept meeting minutes from 2-26-09. Mr. Bartz second.  There was no further discussion and the motion passed unanimously.   
Consent Agenda
Mr. Bartz made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Ms. VanNess second.  Mr. Beregszazi abstained.  There was no further discussion and the motion passed.

American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA)
Ms. Welch spoke on ARRA and the Board receiving youth program funding.  Ms. Rivera and Ms. Lemieux gave further details on the summer youth program including:  enrollment and eligibility of youth, work readiness, and how the program would be structured.  Handouts were distributed.  Members were invited to an event on June 11, 2009:  “How To Be a Successful Criminal” with guest speaker Ron Gladowski; a location is yet to be determined but legislators and the Governor are expected to attend.    
WIA State Plan
Ms. Welch handed out a FVWDB PY09 WIA Plan as a workable document instead of distributing the entire plan.  Mr. Hernke brought up the question of working with Junior Achievement.  Ms. Welch noted staff is hoping to change the mind-set of Junior Achievement as a program for higher income youth vs. the youth supported by FVWDB programming that are usually lower on the income scale.

PY08 2nd and 3rd quarter Financial Report
Cheryl introduced Ms. Johnson as a financial manager and Ms. Reinke as an executive assistant.  

Ms. Johnson walked through the budget explaining the different funds and where the FVWDB was at this point.    Mr. Grant made a motion to accept the finance report as presented, and Mr. Geigle second.  There was no further discussion and the motion passed unanimously.  Ms. Welch promised monthly budget spreadsheets by email and quarterly reports at the meetings from now on.

Mr. Hernke made a motion to move the meeting to closed session and Mr. Sloan second.  There was no further discussion and the meeting moved to closed session.
